Completed in 1936, the McCullough Memorial Bridge is a cantilever bridge which spans Coos Bay in Oregon, USA. 

Conde B. McCullough [1887-1946] arrived in Oregon in 1916 to teach engineering at Oregon Agricultural College 

(now Oregon State University). He was among a new breed of college-educated engineers, and a pioneer of the 

movement to create a well-planned American highway system.
